Rendcomb College Orchestral Day Wednesday, 13th February 2019  
 
Rendcomb College is hosting an ORCHESTRAL DAY for pupils in years 5 to 8 who play string, woodwind and 
brass instruments between grades 1 and 5.  
 
The day will be led by Rendcomb's Director of Music, Dr Tom Edwards and will be based around 
performances of three orchestral pieces; featuring practice sessions, lunch and a finale concert for parents, 
in the Griffin Theatre, led by the Director of Music and Music Staff.  
 
The day will commence at 11.00am with registration and refreshments in the Griffin Theatre followed by 
break-out sessions and lunch in the main building. The concert for parents will take place at 3.15pm-
3.45pm.

-          Bernstein – Mambo from West Side Story

We will take the opportunity to look at these pieces at school, during our Wednesday lunchtime orchestra 
sessions (12:30 – 1:00pm), commencing 9th January 2019, together with our regular year 3 and 4 orchestra 
members. All are welcome, including those who don’t usually attend. Music has been issued with this 
letter, a set to rehearse and keep at home, following discussions with  
Mrs Edgell, Mr Sheldon and Ms Hill.  
 
In addition to the Orchestra Day at Rendcomb, our orchestra will perform the programme at school, 
during our 9 o’clock assembly on Friday 15th February; parents of all our orchestra children being very 
welcome to join us.
