POST:	1:1 Teaching Assistant for a named child

RESPONSIBLE TO:	SENCO and the Headteacher

JOB FUNCTION:		
Under the guidance of the Special Educational Needs Coordinator (SENCO), work as part of a team to promote the emotional, physical and educational development of a named pupil with SEN and work in partnership with parents, teaching staff and other support staff to this end.

This role is attached to a child in Preschool with a Physical Disability and another child in Year 1 with Cognition and Learning difficulties. Both have EHCPs and High Needs funding. The contract is for 27.5 hours per week.

From September 2026 you will be required to work Full Time supporting the child with Physical disability for 27.5 hours a week.

KEY ACCOUNTABILITIES:
 
Supporting the pupil
1. Assist in implementing the provision as identified through the EHCP
2. Assisting and supporting the personal care and hygiene of the child
3. Supporting developing independence when eating and drinking
4. Adapting learning and play activities to support the physical ability of the child
5. Supporting with physical equipment to aid movement around the setting, promoting inclusion and independence
6. Delivering physical intervention as directed by a Physiotherapist or Occupational Therapist when required
7. Participate in activities designed to meet the emotional, physical and learning needs of the named child. 
8. Planning, delivery and monitoring of the child’s plan, targets and an individualised programme of learning.
9. Monitor the child’s responses to learning activities and encourage them to take an interest in their own learning and to develop a sense of independence. 
10. Develop and maintain effective relationships with the child’s peers in order to encourage social interaction and friendships.
11. Support the child during break and lunchtimes daily, specifically around social inclusion and eating

Supporting the teacher:
12. Take responsibility for maintaining accurate records in accordance with school policies, and with full adherence to confidentiality and data protection guidelines.
13. Use a variety of methods to observe and report on pupil performance in class, group and individual situations; this includes online Learning Journals.
14. Liaise effectively with the child’s teacher, SENCO and other appropriate staff to ensure that there is consistency of care for the child.
15. Support the class teacher in the implementation of advice and guidance suggested by outside agencies such as the Advisory Teaching Service and Educational Psychology Service.
16. Take on responsibility for Personal Care and hygiene whilst in the setting
17. Supporting the teacher with handover from home-school and school-home developing positive relationships with the child’s family.
18. Contribute towards the monitoring and recording of paperwork, including working towards EHCP My Plan outcomes and reviews.


Supporting the curriculum
19. Help the child to develop their literacy and numeracy skills including reading, writing, number and shape in accordance with their EHCP outcomes.
20. Deliver a personalised curriculum and intervention programmes where appropriate, under the guidance of the class teacher and the SENCO.

Supporting the school
21. Provide consistent and effective support for colleagues in line with the responsibilities of this role. 
22. Develop and maintain effective working relationships with professionals including teachers and external contacts. 
23. Support the development and effectiveness of work teams in all areas of activity with pupils or colleagues. 
24. Support the maintenance of pupil safety and security and minimise the risks from health emergencies. 
Supporting the Teaching Assistant
25. Participate in regular performance reviews and ensure that any personal development needs are identified and met. Attend relevant inset training. Review and maintain your own professional practice through agreed development activities. 

Other duties
26. In accordance with the provisions of the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974, to take reasonable care for the health and safety of yourself, colleagues and pupils who may be affected by your omissions at work, and to co-operate with the school so far as is necessary to enable the school to perform or comply with their duties under statutory health and safety provisions.
27. Undertake any other duties that can be accommodated within the grading level and nature of this post.

Supplementary Accountabilities:
28. Be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health, safety and security and confidentiality, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person
29. Contribute to the overall ethos/work/aims of the school, in particular to ensure that we appreciate and support the role of other professionals
30. Attend relevant meetings as required 
31. Participate in training and other learning activities and performance development as 	required
32. Comply with health and safety policies and procedures at all times
33. Treat all users of the school with courtesy and consideration
